What a privilege to have known that beautiful family.   
     Janet Plummer and I had worked well together on the Shepherd’s Center Board and also 
CarePartners so it seemed natural to partner for another assignment.  Annie was a delightful 
woman, easy-going, pleasant, loving.  She had Alzheimer’s.  She lived with her daughter and 
son-in-law who both worked full time.  Annie was a wonderful walker so we spent many 
hours in the Bicentennial and Bog Gardens appreciating nature and talking with other walk-
ers.  However, she also enjoyed bowling and on rainy days that’s what she and I did. She 
never remembered that she had just been there the week before.  On our first trip to the bowl-
ing alley she forever endeared herself to me.  I was very aware of the form and held my ball 
up close to my chest, lowered my arm and swung it back only to hear the ball drop BEHIND 
me and loudly bounce forever!!  Annie very sweetly said, “That’s all right honey, you’ll get 
better.”  She was right—but she always had the higher score.  Janet and I attended the cele-
bration of her beautiful life about a year later. 
    In February of 2006 we were asked to think about another assignment.  We visited Alberta, 
a retired school teacher, who had Alzheimer’s.  Her brother had come to live with her and 
care for her but needed some time of his own.  We accepted.  There are so many Alberta sto-
ries and hopefully they will continue for many years.  Which one to tell? --- being serenaded 
at Fincastle’s Restaurant –her favorite expressions “I’m  as fine as wine in the sweet summer 
time” or “If this is heaven, let me stay.  A postal carrier stopping the mail truck, jumping out 
and saying, “Oh, Miss Alberta it’s so good to see you,” while hugging her.  Her joy when 
seeing little children, or maybe what she said as we came out of the Children’s Museum, 
“I’m glad they saw us, black and white together, not black and black or white and white, but 
black and white together,” or last week sleeping in a chair while I hemmed up the very dress 

she was wearing—“Simple alterations while you wait.”  There are more gifts to be given and received, so I will 
wait.  One thing I have learned throughout all of this is:  The most precious gift we can give or receive is OUR
