Vol-
unteer drivers, who are also 60 or older, take those who can no longer drive or have limgedoacce
transportation on important errands such as grocery shopping, to the bank or postrafiigesitloved
ones in the hospital or nursing home.

“I think it’s really hard to lose your independence,” says Dea. “That’s hdqgdens when you
can no longer drive.
